Matters raised during the Open Forum

It was asked whether there is any news on the old school building in New Road.

It was responded that there are rumours circulating regarding the possible closure of the building and
concern was expressed as to where these started as there has been no decision made about the Youth
Service and whether buildings will be sold or not.

It was then suggested that moves be taken to obtain listed status for the building. This was generally felt
a good idea.

It was asked whether there had been any movement from the W Council regarding the promised traffic
survey.

The local member had emailed the Head of Highways about this matter this morning. It was suggested
that Highways be invited along to a Parish Council meeting. General concerns were raised over the way
that Highways deals with the Parish Council and it was agreed to write a strong letter of concern about
all the outstanding highways issues in the village that have been reported but not actioned.

YOUNG PEOPLE’S REQUIREMENTS IN THE VILLAGE.
To welcome the Youth Club member to the meeting and to discuss youth issues in the village.

10/249. There were no Youth Club representatives present at the meeting.
WICI. (Wootton Interactive Community Information)

10/250. Progress report.

General progress report. The Clerk reported that considerable progress has been made, including
the facilities set up at the HIC and in the Training Suite. The kiosk [which is the flagship of the WICI]
has been ordered and the Heron Family graphics plus the sponsors’ logos have been supplied to the
manufacturer.

The project has slipped slightly behind schedule as a result of the web designer resigning but the
Project Team is back in control and good progress is again being made. There are a few issues
regarding the site management which need to be addressed and then training for the WICI can be
rolled out in the training suite.

The new web site is being updated on a regular basis and content is being added to the WICI as it is
received.

Official Launch. WICI terminals will be installed at the Party in the Park for the purposes of the official
launch and hands on workshop. There will be a colouring competition of the Heron family for the
children and there will also be a “naming of the herons” competition to promote and familiarise
people with the “heron family”. There will be stickers for the children and coasters for the adults as
part of the promotional material. It is planned to be a big launch and is an opportunity to showcase
the WICI and what it offers for the village.

10/251. To remind members that help is still needed to supply content for the WICI.
Members were reminded that updating of content will be ongoing. All local information submitted will be
considered for inclusion.

10/252. To consider a Management/Monitoring Plan.

Once the outstanding web site/WICI management issues are resolved, a team of volunteers needs to be
appointed with a view to the management and moderation of the site. The management system will be
straightforward and easy to use and appropriate training will be given. A basic staged plan of what is
required from the volunteers and how it will work will be drawn up. The web site will represent the Parish
Council’s standing in the community and it is therefore hoped that a small team of volunteers will come
forward from amongst the Parish Councillors.

PARTY IN THE PARK.

10/253. To inform members of the progress regarding this year’s Party in the Park.

Premises Licence. Arrangements are well in hand. This year the Fire Service has visited the HIC to explain
that they are in the process of standardising the supporting information for all premises licence
applications of which they must audit. This involves more detailed risk assessments and emergency
evacuation plans etc. The new requirements involve a considerable amount of work and the Clerk is
currently working on this for this year’s application. The Fire Service has explained that it will not hold up the
premises licence application but it will mean that the new risk assessments etc will have to be ready by
Party in the Park day on 17 July 2010.

Wootton Bridge Plan consultation. The Wootton Bridge Plan consultation display is progressing slowly but
all will be ready for the big day. The interactive touch panels are in the process of being compiled and these
will be used solely for the Plan consultation. There will also be a display to celebrate 25 years of Wootton
Bridge Parish Council.

Stewards. Councillor B Ballard is organising the stewards. It was mentioned at this point that there will be
enough jobs to do on the day for every Parish Councillor.

Youth Club. It was mentioned that this year the Youth Club would not be having a stall but would be willing to
help again with the raffle.

Further to the visit from the Fire Brigade, it highlighted that the application for the licences etc have always
been submitted by the Clerk, as Proper Officer. It is now suggested that all licences should be submitted in
the name of the Parish Council as the corporate body. It was also suggested that the insurance for the
musicians should come under the name of the Parish Council. This matter will be investigated.
